An Interim Board has been established to begin working on some of the initiatives above and has formed commit-
tees to coordinate activities of three specific areas: Alumni Relations, to be chaired by Brian Cronin
(brian.p.cronin@gmail.com); Finance, to be chaired by Dave Mariano (dmariano@wesrespartners.com); and
Housing, to be chaired by Ryan Milosh (ryan.milosh@fosecomet.com). Other Interim Board members are Mike
Adams (madams@ra.rockwell.com), Mike Lowry (mlowry@cohenfund.com), Matt Sommer
(matthew.sommer@gmail.com) and Jesse Spier (jesse_spier@hotmail.com). In addition, Faron Lewitt, Executive
Director of the Zeta Beta Tau National Foundation, will continue to provide his assistance with managing the
finances of Lambda Chapter and the Alumni Board until the official Alumni Board of Trustees is formalized mid
2007.
